2. Find EACH and EVERY semicolon you’ve placed in your essay. Identify the independent clauses on either side of the semicolon. If you haven’t used a semicolon in your essay, find two places where your writing would benefit from combining sentences with a semicolon.

3. Circle all forms of the verb “to be”: am, is, are, was, were, be, being, been. Recast as many sentences as you can by eliminating the “to be” verb. (Hint: if the main verb ends in –ing, you can simply eliminate the –ing and the “to be” verb and place the main verb in simple resent tense. EX: is skiing—skis 
4. Write three more sentences of commentary. 

5. Edit your thesis three times. Aim for a riskier thesis; add causality or an evaluative word/phrase. All three versions may be completely different.
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
